Where did our water go?  
 Towards the late end of the season, John and JC were having fun 

with a challenge mother nature had thrown their way, no water in the 
marina!  Moving boats around that have little or no water under their 
keels, bumping the way down the fairways, and keeping boats from 

creeping under the docks… oh joy.  

The high winds that week allowed Michigan to steal our water, (don’t 
worry they gave it back)   This is caused by an interesting thing called 

Wind Set-Up or a Seiche.  

 Seiche, a French word meaning “to sway back and forth”, is a 
standing wave that oscillates in a lake as a result of atmospheric 

disturbances creating huge fluctuations of water levels in just 
moments. 

These short-term fluctuations are rarely talked about and range from 
minutes to hours to days.  The fluctuations that often occur on the 
Great Lakes are wind set-up or storm surge, which produce this 

phenomenon, and come about as high sustained winds from one 
direction push the water level up at one end of the lake and make the 

level drop by a corresponding amount at the opposite end.     

When combined with dramatic changes in atmospheric pressure or a 
sudden drop in the wind speed, storm surges soon produce a Seiche, 

or inland tidal-wave.    

So see we do have tides at Hi Seas Marina, you just got an 
education you might not have wanted, and I filled the front page of 

the newsletter - what an end to the boating year.

The captain has the ability to 
execute summary judgment, which 
means that he may punish  
wrongdoers with physical discipline- 
beating, confinement, restriction of 
food and drink... All these powers 
are available.  

 
A captain may officiate at a wedding 
held in international waters, but he 
will also need to receive permission 
to do so, in the form of being made a 
justice of the peace on a temporary 
basis from the flag state under 
whose registration the ship 
operates.  

 
It's debatable whether or not a state 
will recognize a marriage officiated 
by a captain without proof that the 
captain was a JP at the time of the 
wedding.

 Snack  Idea   
Cracked Conch  
Ingredients: 1 ½ lb. conch, 1 oz. lemon 
juice, 2oz. flour, 3 eggs 
 
Method : Cut the conch in half 
horizontally and tenderize. (beat with 
a hammer) Marinate the conch in the 
lemon juice for ½ hour. Beat the eggs 
and dip the conch in the flour, egg 
wash and finally dip again into the 
flour. Deep fry. Serves 4. 
(you can purchase Conch at the Algoma Fish
